AN ACT to anend the civil service law, in relation to resolution of
di sputes between a public enployer and Suffol k county probation offi-
cers

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 2 of section 209 of the civil service law, as
anended by section 64 of subpart B of part C of chapter 62 of the |aws
of 2011, is anended to read as foll ows:

2. Public enployers are hereby enpowered to enter into witten agree-
ments with recogni zed or certified enpl oyee organi zations setting forth
procedures to be invoked in the event of disputes which reach an inpasse
in the course of collective negotiations. Such agreenents may include
t he undertaking by each party to submt unresolved issues to inpartia
arbitration. In the absence or upon the failure of such procedures,
publ i c enpl oyers and enpl oyee organi zati ons nay request the board to
render assistance as provided in this section, or the board nmay render
such assistance on its own notion, as provided in subdivision three of
this section, or, in regard to officers or nmenbers of any organized fire
departrment, or any unit of the public enployer which previously was a
part of an organi zed fire departnment whose primary mission includes the
prevention and control of aircraft fires, police force or police depart-
ment of any county, city, town, village or fire or police district, or
detective-investigators, or rackets investigators enployed in the office
of a district attorney of a county, or in regard to any organized unit
of troopers, comi ssioned or nonconmm ssioned officers of the division of
state police, or inregard to investigators, senior investigators and
i nvestigator specialists of the division of state police, or in regard
to nenbers of <collective negotiating units designated as security
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services and security supervisors who are police officers, who are
forest ranger captains or who are enployed by the state departnent of
corrections and conmunity supervision and are desi gnated as peace offi-
cers pursuant to subdivision twenty-five of section 2.10 of the crimna

procedure law, or in regard to nenbers of the collective negotiating
unit designated as the agency |law enforcenent services wunit who are
police officers pursuant to subdivision thirty-four of section 1.20 of
the crimnal procedure |aw or who are forest rangers, or in regard to

2. Public enployers are hereby enpowered to enter into witten agree-
ments with recogni zed or certified enpl oyee organi zations setting forth
procedures to be invoked in the event of disputes which reach an inpasse
in the course of collective negotiations. Such agreenents may include
t he undertaking by each party to submt unresolved issues to inpartia
arbitration. In the absence or upon the failure of such procedures,
publ i c enpl oyers and enpl oyee organi zati ons nay request the board to
render assistance as provided in this section, or the board nmay render
such assistance on its own notion, as provided in subdivision three of
this section, or, in regard to officers or nenbers of any organized fire
departnment, or any unit of the public enployer which previously was a
part of an organi zed fire departnment whose primary mission includes the

On request of either party or upon its own notion, as provided in
subdi vision two of this section, and in the event the board determ nes
that an inpasse exists in collective negotiations between such enpl oyee
organi zati on and a public enployer as to the conditions of enploynent of
of ficers or nenbers of any organi zed fire departnment, or any other unit
of the public enployer which previously was a part of an organized fire
department whose primary mssion includes the prevention and control of
aircraft fires, police force or police departnent of any county, city,
town, village or fire or police district, and detective-investigators,
crimnal investigators or rackets investigators enployed in the office
of a district attorney, or as to the conditions of enploynent of nenbers
of any organi zed unit of troopers, comi ssioned or nonconmm ssioned offi-
cers of the division of state police or as to the conditions of enploy-
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ment of nenbers of any organi zed unit of investigators, senior investi-
gators and investigator specialists of the division of state police, or
as to the terns and conditions of enploynent of nenbers of collective
negotiating units designated as security services and security supervi -
sors, who are police officers, who are forest ranger captains or who are
enpl oyed by the state departnment of corrections and comunity super-
vision and are designated as peace officers pursuant to subdivision
twenty-five of section 2.10 of the crimnal procedure law, or in regard
to nenbers of the collective negotiating unit designated as the agency

S 4. Subdivision 4 of section 209 of the civil service law is anended
by addi ng a new paragraph (j) to read as foll ows:

(J) WTH REGARD TO SUFFOLK COUNTY PROBATI ON OFFI CERS, THE PROVI SI ONS
OF THI S SECTI ON SHALL NOT APPLY TO |SSUES RELATING TO Dl SCl PLI NARY
PROCEDURES AND | NVESTI GATI ONS OR ELI G BI LI TY AND ASSI GNVENT TO DETAI LS
AND PGCSI TI ONS, WHI CH SHALL BE GOVERNED BY OTHER PROVI SI ONS PRESCRI BED BY
LAW

S 5. This act shall take effect imediately, provided, however, that
the amendnents to subdivision 2 of section 209 of the civil service | aw
made by section one of this act shall be subject to the expiration and
reversi on of such subdivision pursuant to paragraph (d) of subdivision 4
of section 209 of the civil service |aw as anended, when upon such date
the provisions of section tw of this act shall take effect; and
provided further that the amendnments to subdivision 4 of section 209 of
the civil service |law, nmade by sections three and four of this act,
shall not affect the expiration of such subdivision and shall be deened
to expire therewth.
