Section 1. The executive |aw is anmended by adding a new section 837-s
to read as foll ows:

CHI LDREN CLEARI NGHOUSE OF THE DI VI SION AND THREE SHALL BE | NDI VI DUALS

S 2. Section 606 of the tax law is anmended by addi ng a new subsection
(uu) to read as follows:

(UJ) CREDIT FOR PURCHASE OF GPS SMARTCARD. A TAXPAYER SHALL BE ALLOWED
A CREDI T AS HEREI NAFTER PROVI DED, AGAI NST THE TAX | MPCSED BY THI S ARTI -
CLE FOR THE PURCHASE, OTHER THAN FOR RESALE, OF A GLOBAL POSI TI ONI NG
SMARTCARD THAT HAS BEEN RECOMMENDED PURSUANT TO SECTION EIGHT HUNDRED
TH RTY-SEVEN-S OF THE EXECUTI VE LAW THE AMOUNT OF THE CREDI T SHALL BE
THE COST TO THE TAXPAYER OF SUCH GLOBAL PGQSI TI ONI NG SMARTCARD PURCHASED
DURI NG THE TAXABLE YEAR, SUCH CREDI T NOT TO EXCEED SEVENTY- FI VE DOLLARS
W TH RESPECT TO EACH UNIT PURCHASED, PROVIDED, HOWEVER, THAT (1) A
TAXPAYER SHALL NOT BE ENTITLED TO CLAIM THE CREDI T AUTHORI ZED BY THI S
SUBSECTI ON MORE OFTEN THAN ONCE DURING ANY PERIOD OF THREE TAXABLE
YEARS; AND (2) THE TAXPAYER SHALL NOT BE ENTI TLED TO CREDI T UNLESS THE
GPS SMARTCARD SHALL HAVE BEEN PURCHASED FOR AN ELI A BLE CHI LD LESS THAN
SEVENTEEN YEARS OF AGE.

S 3. This act shall take effect imediately; provided that the nenbers
of the GPS smartcard technol ogy advi sory council established pursuant to
section one of this act shall be selected no later than 90 days after
this act shall have becone a |law, and provided, further that the tax
credit for GPS smartcards provided by section two of this act shall
apply to taxabl e years beginning on and after the first of January next
succeedi ng the date on which this act shall have becone a | aw
