THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Legislative findings. It has been the policy of the state
to guarantee and facilitate the public right to know concerning health
risks that mnmay be encountered from nmanufactured products and at the
wor kpl ace. The |l egislature finds that literally thousands of chenica
substances are routinely wutilized in the manufacture of cigarettes as
burn retardants, preservatives, flavor enhancers and for other aesthetic
pur poses and that such chem cals nmay have toxic effects for both snokers
and nonsnokers. Therefore, the legislature further finds that the public
has a right to know the chem cal substances used in the manufacture of
cigarettes and what toxic effects, if any, these additives have been
found to have or are suspected of having.

S 2. Article 13-F of the public health law is anended by adding a new
section 1399-mm 1 to read as foll ows:

HAS NOT BEEN PROVI DED PURSUANT THERETO.

4. WHERE A VI OLATION OF THI'S ARTICLE IS ALLEGED TO HAVE OCCURRED, THE
ATTORNEY GENERAL MAY APPLY I N THE NAME OF THE PECPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW
YORK TO THE SUPREME COURT OF NEW YORK ON NOTI CE OF FI VE DAYS, FOR AN
ORDER COWPELLI NG COVPLI ANCE WTH THI S ARTICLE. IN ANY SUCH PROCEEDI NG
THE COURT MAY |IMPOSE A CIVIL PENALTY IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO EXCEED TEN

TOBACCO SOLD I N THI' S STATE. SUCH REPORT SHALL ALSO |NDICATE WH CH OF
SUCH CONSTI TUENTS ARE KNOW TO BE TOXIC, DESCRIPTIONS OF THE TOXI C
EFFECTS, AND THE Cl RCUMSTANCES UNDER WHI CH SUCH EFFECTS ARE PRODUCED.
