       BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWS:

    1    Section 1. Section 94 of the alcoholic beverage control law is amended
    2  by adding a new subdivision 2-b to read as follows:
    3    2-B. IN LIEU OF SUCH PERMITS, THE LIQUOR AUTHORITY MAY ISSUE A COMPANY
    4  PERMIT  TO  A  LICENSED  MANUFACTURER OR WHOLESALER FOR AN ANNUAL FEE OF
    5  SIXTY-FOUR HUNDRED DOLLARS. SUCH COMPANY PERMIT SHALL COVER ANY AND  ALL
    6  VEHICLES  OVER SIXTY-FIVE THOUSAND POUNDS HIRED OR CONTRACTED FOR A TERM
