Section 1. Section 168-w of the correction law, as relettered by chap-
ter 604 of the laws of 2005, is relettered section 168-x and a new
section 168-w is added to read as foll ows:

168-W PROH BITION OF SERVING AS A TRUSTEE, PRINCI PAL, OFFI CER, OR
MEMBER OF A BOARD OF EDUCATI ON OF ANY PUBLI C SCHOOL I N ANY BCCES, CTY,
UNI ON FREE, COVMON OR CENTRAL SCHOOL DI STRICT OR ANY CHARTER SCHOOL. NO
PERSON REQUI RED TO MAI NTAI N REG STRATI ON UNDER THI' S ARTI CLE (SEX OFFEN-
DER REQ STRATI ON ACT) SHALL BE A TRUSTEE, PRI NCI PAL, OFFI CER, OR MEMBER
OF A BOARD OF EDUCATI ON OF ANY PUBLIC SCHOOL I N ANY BOCES, CITY, UNON
FREE, COMMON OR CENTRAL SCHOCL DI STRICT OR ANY CHARTER SCHOOL.
