Section 1. Subdivisions 2 and 3 of section 9-t of the banking law, as
added by chapter 309 of the laws of 2002, are anended and a new subdi vi -
sion 4 is added to read as foll ows:

(a) include on the face of each check issued to a non-custoner a wit-
ten statenment, in legible type reading "ONE FORM OF VALI D PHOTOGRAPHI C

ing or accepting a mail-loan check for deposit may require nore than one
formof identification;

(b) make no reference on the outside of the envel ope containing a

mai | -1 oan check that indicates that a check is enclosed wthin such
envel ope;
(c) provide that all mail-loan checks shall be non-transferable; and

(d) include THE TRANSACTI ON FEE AND | NTEREST RATE AND an expiration
date of not nore than six nmonths on the mail -1 oan check, AS WELL AS ANY
ADDI TI ONAL | NFORMVATI ON THAT THE SUPERI NTENDENT MAY REQUI RE

3. NO LENDING |INSTITUTION SHALL | SSUE A MAI L- LOAN CHECK, EXCEPT IN
