BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 2-a of section 100 of the alcoholic beverage
control law, as anended by chapter 249 of the |laws of 2002, is anmended
to read as foll ows:

2-a. No retailer shall enploy, or permt to be enployed, or shal
suffer to work, on any premi ses licensed for retail sal e hereunder, any
person under the age of eighteen years, as a hostess, waitress, waiter,
or in any other capacity where the duties of such person require or
permt such person to sell, dispense or handle alcoholic beverages;
except that: (1) any person under the age of eighteen years and enpl oyed
by any person holding a grocery or drug store beer license OR A LI CENSE
TO SELL ALCOHCOLI C BEVERAGES FOR ON- PREM SES CONSUMPTI ON shal | be permit-
ted to handl e and deliver beer and wine products VWHCH ARE SO.LD FOR

4. A restaurant licensed to sell wine under this section my permt a
patron to renove one unseal ed bottle of wine for off-prem ses consunp-
tion provided that the patron has purchased a full course neal and
consuned a portion of the bottle of wine with such neal on the restau-
rant prem ses. For the purposes of this subdivision the term "ful
course neal"” shall nmean a diversified selection of food which is ordi-
narily consumed with the use of tableware and cannot conveniently be
consuned while standing or wal king. A partially consunmed bottle of w ne

S 4. The liquor authority shall conduct a study of the provisions of
this act, and shall issue a report to the governor, the tenporary presi-
dent of the senate, and the speaker of the assenbly, on its findings, on
or before April 30, 2015. Such study and report shall exanm ne the
effects of the enactnent of this chapter, on overall economic activity,
any and all increased tax revenue derived, and any and all public bene-
fits and detrinments, that nay have arisen from permtting alcoho
consunption in food stores together with a neal. Any food store selling
al cohol i c beverages for on-prem ses consunption together with a neal,
shall provide the authority with whatever information it may request,
that is necessary to conplete the study and report so required.

S 5. The liquor authority is authorized to promulgate rules and regu-
| ati ons necessary for the effective inplenentation of the provisions of
this act.

S 6. This act shall take effect June 30, 2012; provided, however, that
the provisions of this act shall expire and be deened repeal ed June 30,
2015.
