WHEREAS, To carry out their responsibilities, corrections officers
wor k under denmandi ng circunstances and face danger in their daily work
lives, which sonmetines results in the loss of life; and

WHEREAS, |In 1984, former President Ronald Reagan signed Proclamation

tional O ficers Wek" in honor of corrections officers who put their
lives on the line every day to protect the public from dangerous crim -
nals and to help prisoners work toward becom ng productive nmenbers of
society; and

WHEREAS, In 1996, Congress expanded and renanmed this special week
“National Correctional Oficers and Enpl oyees Wek" in recognition of
all those enployed with city, state and federal correctional depart-
ments; and

WHEREAS, | n accordance with the federal governnment's recognition of
t he indi spensabl e contributions that corrections officers nmake every day
to protect our citizens fromharm it is proper and befitting for the
State of New York to honor all corrections officers and enpl oyees; now,
therefore, be it
