Section 1. Section 190 of the general business law, as anended by
chapter 632 of the laws of 1975, is amended to read as foll ows:

S 190. Penalties for violations. Any person who violates and the offi-
cers of a corporation and stockhol ders hol ding ten percent or nore of
the stock of a corporation which is not publicly traded, who know ngly
permt the corporation to violate [sections one hundred seventy-two, one
hundred seventy-three, one hundred seventy-six, one hundred ei ghty-four,
one hundred eighty-four-a, one hundred eighty-five, one hundred eighty-
five-a, one hundred eighty-six, or one hundred eighty-seven] ANY
PROVISION of this article [shall be guilty of a m sdeneanor and upon
conviction] shall be subject to a fine [not to exceed one thousand] OF
NOT MORE THAN FI VE HUNDRED dol | ars[, or inprisonnment for not nore than
one year, or both, by any court of conpetent jurisdiction] FOR EACH DAY
SUCH VI OLATI ON CONTI NUES; PROVI DED, HOWEVER, THAT ANY SUCH PERSON OR
OFFI CER WHO HAS BEEN CONVI CTED OF THREE OR MORE VI OLATIONS OF THI S ARTI -
CLE WTH N ANY PERI OD OF FI VE YEARS, SHALL BE GUILTY OF A CLASS A M SDE-
MEANOR. [ The violation of any other provision of this article shall be
puni shable by a fine not to exceed one hundred dollars or inprisonnent
for not nore than thirty days.] Cimnal proceedings based upon
vi ol ations of these sections shall be instituted by the conmm ssioner and
may be instituted by any persons aggrieved by such violations.

Any person violating the provisions of
section one hundred ninety-two of this article [shall be gqguilty of a
class A msdenmeanor and] shall be subject to a fine [not to exceed one
t housand] OF NOT MORE THAN FI VE HUNDRED dol I ars [or inprisonment for not
nore than one year or both] FOR EACH DAY SUCH VI CLATI ON CONTI NUES;

OR MORE VIOLATIONS OF TH'S ARTICLE WTH N ANY PERI OD OF FI VE YEARS,

Crim nal proceedi ngs based upon violations may be instituted by the
commi ssioner or nay be instituted by any person aggrieved by such
vi ol ati on.
