THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 6 of section 571 of the public health law, as
added by chapter 204 of the laws of 2008, is amended to read as foll ows:

6. "Qualified health care professional"™ neans a physician, dentist,
podi atrist, OPTOVETRI ST PERFORM NG A CLI NI CAL LABORATORY TEST THAT DCES
NOT USE AN | NVASI VE MODALI TY AS DEFI NED | N SECTI ON SEVENTY- ONE HUNDRED
ONE OF THE EDUCATION LAW physician assistant, specialist assistant,
nurse practitioner, or mdw fe, who is licensed and registered with the
state education depart nment.

S 2. Subdivision 1 of section 579 of the public health | aw, as sepa-
rately amended by chapters 397 and 440 of the laws of 2004, is anended
to read as foll ows:

1. This title is applicable to all clinical |aboratories and bl ood
banks operating within the state, except clinical |aboratories and bl ood
banks operated by the federal governnent and clinical |aboratories oper-
ated by a licensed physician, osteopath, dentist, mdw fe, nurse practi-
tioner, OPTOVETRI ST PERFORM NG A CLI NI CAL LABORATORY TEST THAT DOES NOT
USE AN | NVASI VE MODALI TY AS DEFI NED I N SECTI ON SEVENTY- ONE HUNDRED ONE
OF THE EDUCATI ON LAW or podiatrist who perforns |aboratory tests or
procedures, personally or through his or her enployees, solely as an
adjunct to the treatnment of his or her own patients; to the extent
authorized by federal and state |law, including the education |aw, and
consi stent with any applicable witten practice agreenent.
