THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. This act shall be known and may be cited as the "fair wage
act".

S 4. Section 654 of the labor |law, as added by chapter 619 of the | aws
of 1960, is anended to read as foll ows:

S 654. Basis of changes in mnimumwage. 1. In establishing m ninum
wages and regul ations for any occupati on or occupations pursuant to the
provi sions of the follow ng sections of this article, the wage board and
the comm ssioner shall consider the anmount sufficient to provide
adequate nmaintenance and to protect health and, in addition, the wage
board and the conmi ssioner shall consider the value of the work or cl as-
sification of work perforned, and the wages paid in the state for work
of |ike or conparabl e character.

2. COUNTIES, CITIES, TOMS, VILLAGES AND PUBLI C BENEFI T CORPORATI ONS
ARE AUTHORI ZED TO ADOPT M NI MUM STANDARDS RELATI NG TO WAGES,  HOURS, OR
OTHER WORKI NG CONDI TIONS, OR MECHANI SM5 FOR THE ENFORCEMENT THEREOF
THAT ARE AT LEAST AS FAVORABLE TO EMPLOYEES AS THE M NI MUM STANDARDS
APPLI CABLE UNDER THI'S ARTICLE, PROVI DED THAT ANY M NI MUM WAGE ENACTED
PURSUANT TO THI S AUTHORI TY FOR ANY CLASSI FI CATI ON OF EMPLOYEES SHALL NOT
BE MORE THAN THI RTY PERCENT HI GHER THAN THE M NIMUM WAGE ESTABLI SHED
PURSUANT TO TH'S ARTICLE AND ARTICLE NI NETEEN-A OF TH' S CHAPTER. ANY
SUCH STANDARDS MAY ALSO BE ENFORCED BY THE COVM SSI ONER USING ANY AND
ALL ENFORCEMENT METHODS PERM TTED BY TH S CHAPTER FOR ENFORCEMENT OF
WAGE STANDARDS AND PAYMENT.

S 5. Subdivision 1 of section 662 of the Ilabor I|aw, as anended by
chapter 564 of the laws of 2010, is amended to read as foll ows:

1. Failure to pay mnimumwage or overtime conpensation. Any enpl oyer
or his or her agent, or the officer or agent of any corporation, part-
nership, or limted liability conpany, who pays or agrees to pay to any
enpl oyee | ess than the wage applicable under this article, | NCLUDI NG ANY
M Nl MUM WAGE ESTABLI SHED BY A COUNTY, CITY, TOM, WVILLAGE, OR PUBLIC
BENEFI T  CORPORATION, shall be guilty of a msdeneanor and upon
conviction therefor shall be fined not |less than five hundred nor nore
than twenty thousand dollars or inprisoned for not nore than one year,
and, in the event that any second or subsequent offense occurs wthin
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six years of the date of conviction for a prior offense, shall be guilty
of a felony for the second or subsequent offense, and upon conviction
therefor, shall be fined not |less than five hundred nor nore than twenty
thousand dollars or inprisoned for not nore than one year plus one day,
or puni shed by both such fine and inprisonnent, for each such offense.
Each paynent to any enployee in any week of |ess than the wage applica-
ble under this article shall constitute a separate offense.
S 6. This act shall take effect immediately.
