Section 1. The comm ssioner of the office for people with devel op-
mental disabilities, the comm ssioner of education, the conm ssioner of
health, the conm ssioner of the office of children and famly services
and the conmm ssioner of nmental health shall cause a study to be
performed on the <costs to the state for the early diagnosis of autism
spectrum di sorder and the long-termtreatnent of individuals with autism

spectrum di sorder. Such study shall include, but not be limted to, a
projected estimate of future cost to the state associated with state
services that will be needed to accommpdate the growh in the nunber of

i ndi vi dual s bei ng di agnosed with autism spectrum di sorder.

S 2. On or before April 1, 2017, the conm ssioner of the office for
people with devel opmental disabilities, the conm ssioner of education,
the comm ssioner of health, the conm ssioner of the office of children
and famly services and the conmm ssioner of nmental health shall deliver
a copy of the findings of the study conducted pursuant to section one of
this act and any Ilegislative recomendations he or she deens to be
necessary to the governor, the tenporary president of the senate, the
speaker of the assenbly, the chair of the nmental health and devel op-
mental disabilities commttee of the senate, and the chair of the nental
health conmittee of the assenbly.
