AN ACT to anend the al coholic beverage control law, in relation to
penalties for the provision, by a |licensee, of an al coholic beverage
to a person under the age of 21

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Section 3 of the alcoholic beverage control |aw is anmended
by addi ng a new subdivision 9-b to read as foll ows:

9-B. "DEVICE CAPABLE OF DECIPHERI NG ANY ELECTRONI CALLY READABLE
FORVAT" OR "DEVICE'" MEANS ANY COMMVERCI AL DEVICE OR COVBI NATI ON OF
DEVI CES USED AT A PO NT OF SALE OR ENTRY THAT | S CAPABLE OF READI NG THE
| NFORMATI ON ENCODED ON THE MAGNETIC STRIP OR BAR CODE OF A DRI VERS
LI CENSE OR NON- DRI VER | DENTI FI CATI ON CARD | SSUED BY THE COW SSI ONER OF
MOTOR VEH CLES.

S 2. Section 65 of the alcoholic beverage control |aw is anended by
addi ng a new subdivision 8 to read as fol |l ows:

8. AS AN ALTERNATI VE TO ANY OTHER PENALTY AUTHORIZED BY LAW ANY
LICENSEE FOUND TO HAVE VI OLATED THE PROVI SI ONS OF SUBDI VI SI ON ONE OF
THI S SECTI ON MAY BE ORDERED BY THE AUTHORI TY TO PURCHASE A DEVI CE CAPA-
BLE OF DECI PHERING ANY ELECTRONI CALLY READABLE FORVAT AND TO PROVI DE
PROOF THAT SUCH DEVICE | S REGULARLY UTILIZED TO PERFORM TRANSACTI ON
SCANS AT THE LI CENSED PREM SES. SUCH PURCHASE AND PROCOF OF REGULAR USE
OF A DEVI CE MAY BE CONSI DERED BY THE AUTHORI TY, | N THE DI SCRETI ON OF THE
AUTHORI TY, TO REDUCE OR M TI GATE OTHER CIVIL FINES |MPOSED UPON THE
LI CENSEES FOR FUTURE VI OLATI ONS OF THI' S SECTI ON

S 3. Subdivision 1 of section 65-b of the al coholic beverage contro
| aw, as anended by chapter 519 of the laws of 1999, is anmended to read
as foll ows:

1. As used in this section: (a) ["A device capabl e of deciphering any
el ectronically readable format" or "device" shall nean any commercia
device or conbination of devices used at a point of sale or entry that
is capabl e of reading the information encoded on the nagnetic strip or
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bar code of a driver's license or non-driver identification card issued
by the conm ssioner of notor vehicles;

(b)] "Card holder"” nmeans any person presenting a driver's |icense or
non-driver identification card to a |licensee, or to the agent or enpl oy-
ee of such licensee under this chapter; and

[(c)] (B) "Transaction scan" neans the process involving a device
capable of deciphering any electronically readable format by which a
| i censee, or agent or enployee of a |icensee under this chapter reviews
a driver's license or non-driver identification card presented as a
precondition for the purchase of an al coholic beverage as required by
subdi vision two of this section or as a precondition for adm ssion to an
establishnment licensed for the on-prem ses sale of alcoholic beverages
where admission is restricted to persons twenty-one years or ol der.

S 4. This act shall take effect on the one hundred eightieth day after
it shall have becone a |law, provided, that, effective imedi ately, any
rules and regul ations necessary to inplement the provisions of this act
on its effective date are authorized and directed to be added, anended
and/ or repeal ed on or before such date.
