AN ACT to anend the general nunicipal law, in relation to requiring bids
to be published on a designated state website

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 2 of section 103 of the general nunicipal |aw,
as anmended by section 4 of chapter 608 of the laws of 2011, is anmended
to read as foll ows:

2. Advertisenment for bids and offers shall be published ON A VEBSI TE
DESI GNATED BY THE OFFI CE OF THE STATE COVWPTROLLER AND in the officia
newspaper or newspapers, if any, or otherwise in a newspaper or newspa-
pers designated for such purpose. Such advertisenent shall contain a
statenment of the tinme when and place where all bids received pursuant to
such notice wll be publicly opened and read and where the identity of
all offerers will be publicly disclosed, and the designation of the
receiving device if the political subdivision or district has authorized
the receipt of bids and offers in an electronic format. Such board or
agency nmay by resolution designate any officer or enployee to open the
bids and offers at the time and place specified in the notice. Such
desi gnee shall make a record of such bids and offers in such form and

detail as the board or agency shall prescribe and present the sane at
the next regular or special neeting of such board or agency. Al bids
received shall be publicly opened and read at the tinme and place so

specified and the identity of all offerers shall be publicly disclosed
at the time and place so specified. At least five days shall el apse
between the first publication of such advertisenment and the date so
speci fied for the opening and readi ng of bids and offers.

S 2. Subdivision 2 of section 103 of the general nunicipal |aw, as
anmended by section 5 of chapter 608 of the laws of 2011, is anended to
read as foll ows:

2. Advertisenment for bids and offers shall be published ON A VEBSI TE
DESI GNATED BY THE OFFI CE OF THE STATE COVWTROLLER AND in the officia
newspaper or newspapers, if any, or otherwise in a newspaper or newspa-
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pers designated for such purpose. Such advertisenent shall <contain a
statenment of the tinme when and place where all bids received pursuant to
such notice wll be publicly opened and read and where the identity of
all offerers wll be publicly disclosed. Such board or agency may by
resol uti on designate any officer or enployee to open the bids and offers
at the tinme and place specified in the notice. Such designee shall nake
a record of such bids and offers in such formand detail as the board or
agency shall prescribe and present the sane at the next regular or
speci al neeting of such board or agency. Al bids received shall be
publicly opened and read at the time and place so specified and the
identity of all offerers shall be publicly disclosed at the tinme and
place so specified. At least five days shall el apse between the first
publicati on of such advertisenent and the date so specified for the
openi ng and readi ng of bids and offers.

S 3. This act shall take effect immediately, provided that the anend-
ments to subdivision 2 of section 103 of the general nunicipal |aw nade
by section one of this act shall be subject to the expiration and rever-
sion of such subdivision pursuant to subdivision (a) of section 41 of
part X of chapter 62 of the |laws of 2003, as anended, when upon such
date the provisions of section two of this act shall take effect.
