WHEREAS, Affectionately known throughout the community as a "Bayman"
and "Boatbuilder", John Renmsen built the Splash Boat in 1992, which is
still in service today; he spent countless hours at his famly's bay
house as a child, eventually building his own garvey in 1954; he went on

WHEREAS, Active within his comunity, John Rensen has served as Presi-
dent of the Farmers and Booster C ub; he has been on nany parade commit-
tees, and is the longest serving Anerican Legionnaire in Freeport, as
