WHEREAS, Tom Coughlin continued his playing career at Syracuse Univer-
sity where he started as a wi ngback on the football team in 1967, he
set the wuniversity's single-season pass receiving record, and was
presented with Syracuse's Oange Key Award as the school's nost
out st andi ng schol ar-athl ete; and

WHEREAS, After college, Tom Coughlin began his coaching career as a
graduate assistant at Syracuse in 1969; he was then hired for his first
head coaching job at the Rochester Institute of Technology where he
served from 1970 to 1973, before returning to his alma nmater as the
quart erbacks and of fensi ve backfield coach; and

WHEREAS, |In 1981, Tom Coughlin becane the offensive coordinator at
Bost on Col | ege where he hel ped the teamwin its first bow gane, as well
as the Lanbert-Meadow ands Trophy in 1983; and

WHEREAS, This esteened |eader entered the coaching ranks of the
Nat i onal Football League in 1984 as the w de receivers coach of the
Phi | adel phi a Eagl es; he al so served in coaching capacities for the G een
Bay Packers, and hel ped the New York G ants achi eve their second Super
Bow victory as an assistant coach; and

WHEREAS, After |eaving the NFL to beconme head coach of Boston Coll ege
in 1991, Tom Coughlin transformed the school's football programinto a
Top 20 team capping his college career with a win over top ranked Notre
Dane and a victory over Virginia in the Carquest Bow ; and

WHEREAS, Tom Coughlin's success at Boston College led to his being
naned the first head coach of the National Football League's Jackson-
vill e Jaguars; during his eight seasons with the team he helped the
Jaguars becone the nobst successful expansion club in NFL history and | ed
themto two AFC Chanpi onshi p ganmes; he was al so naned the 1996 NFL Coach
of the Year by United Press International; and

WHEREAS, On January 6, 2004, Tom Coughlin was naned the 16th Head
Coach of the New York G ants; he conpiled records of 6-10, 11-5, and 8-8
in his first three regular seasons, and hel ped his teamreach the play-
offs in both 2005 and 2006; and

WHEREAS, Coach Tom Coughlin's underdog New York G ants were victorious
over the previously undefeated New England Patriots by a score of 17-14
in Super Bowl XLII to becone the Chanpions of the National Footbal
League; it was Coach Coughlin's first Super Bowl w n; and

WHEREAS, Four years later, Tom Coughlin attained his second NFL Cham
pi onship as Head Coach by gquiding the Gants to an exciting 21-17

triunph in their rematch agai nst the New England Patriots at Super Bow



XLVI ; and

WHEREAS, Over his illustrious 18 year career as an NFL Head Coach, Tom
Coughlin amassed an inpressive 182 victories, including 110 wins | eadi ng
the New York Gants; he is ranked 12th on the all-tinme regular season
victories list with 172 ganes won; and

WHEREAS, Wth hi mthroughout have been his devoted wife of nore than
40 vyears, Judy; their four children, Keli (Chris), Katie (Chris), Brian
(Susan), and Tim (Andrea); and ten grandchildren, Ema Rose, Dyl an,
Shea, Cooper, Caroline My, Mrin Elizabeth, Wsley, Brennon, Cara
Anelia and Wal ker, all of whomfeel privileged to be a part of his life,
