School, Franklin Square, New York; and
  WHEREAS, A resident of Franklin Square, New York,  Victoria  Bruchhau-
ser,  the  daughter  of  Anton and Tina, is a member of Girl Scout Troop
1006; and
  WHEREAS, Girl Scouting has cultivated in our Nation's young people the
goals of building solid values of sisterhood and the importance of work-
ing with others, stimulating both mind and body, instilling  pride,  and
encouraging community service and success; and
  WHEREAS,  Girl  Scouting  has  expanded  the horizons of the countless
hundreds of thousands who have participated in Scouting  programs  which
have made Scouting an American and international institution; and
