THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 1 of section 3205 of the education |aw, as
anended by chapter 262 of the laws of 1959, paragraphs a and b as
anmended by chapter 296 of the laws of 1969 and paragraph c as anended by
chapter 518 of the laws of 1993, is amended to read as foll ows:

1. a. In each school district of the state, each mnor from|[six] FIVE
to sixteen years of age shall attend upon full time instruction.

b. Each mnor from [six] FIVE to sixteen years of age on an Indi an
reservation shall attend upon full tinme day instruction

c. For purposes of this article, a m nor who becones [six] FIVE years
of age on or before the first of Decenber in any school year shall be
required to attend upon full tine instruction fromthe first day that
the appropriate public schools are in session in Septenber of such
school year, and a m nor who becones [six] FIVE years of age after the
first of Decenber in any school year shall be required to attend upon
full time instruction fromthe first day of session in the follow ng
Septenber; and, except as otherw se provided in subdivision three of
this section, shall be required to remain in attendance until the | ast
day of session in the school year in which the m nor beconmes sixteen
years of age.

S 2. This act shall take effect on the first of July next succeeding
the date on which it shall have becone a | aw
