AN ACT to anend the state finance law, in relation to a state transpor-
tation plan

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED I N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. The state finance law is anmended by adding a new section
22-d to read as foll ows:

S 22-D. STATE TRANSPORTATI ON PLAN. 1. THE COVM SSI ONER OF TRANSPORTA-
TI ON SHALL DEVELOP AND PRESENT TO THE GOVERNOR AND LEG SLATURE BY COCTO-
BER FI RST, TWO THOUSAND S| XTEEN:

(A) A COWREHENSI VE, TWENTY- YEAR | NTERMODAL, LONG RANGE TRANSPORTATI ON
PLAN FOR THE STATE THAT SHALL AT A M NI MUM CONSI DER LONG RANGE NEEDS
SPANNI NG NO LESS THAN A TWENTY- YEAR TI ME RANGE EACH TIME |IT |S DEVEL-
OPED. THE PLAN MAY BE DEVELOPED I N MULTI PLE DOCUMENTS, RELEASED S| MJL-
TANEQUSLY, THAT ASSESS STATEW DE AND REG ONAL SYSTEM NEEDS, AND MAY BE
ANALYZED BASED ON GEOGRAPHI C AREA, MODE OF TRANSPORTATI ON, TRANSPORTA-
TI ON CORRI DORS, SYSTEMS, AND OTHER DI STI NCT SUBJECTS RELEVANT TO TRANS-
PORTATI ON PLANNI NG.  SUCH PLAN SHALL | NCLUDE W THOUT LI M TATI ON CONSI DER-

H GHWAYS, RAPID TRANSIT, FREIGHT AND PASSENGER RAILROAD, OWN BUS,
MARI NE, AVI ATI ON, PEDESTRI AN/ BI CYCLI NG AND OTHER MASS TRANSPORTATI ON
FACI LI TI ES AND SERVI CES, WHETHER PUBLI CLY OR PRI VATELY OMED OR MAIN
TAI NED. SUCH PLAN SHALL ALSO ASSESS | TS COWPLI ANCE W TH THE MOST RECENT-
LY RELEASED LONG TERM REG ONAL TRANSPORTATI ON PLANS FOR EACH METROPCL-
| TAN PLANNI NG ORGANI ZATI ON | N THE STATE.

| NTERCI TY PASSENGER AND FREIGHT RAIL, SUBURBAN AND UPSTATE TRANSI T,
PORTS AND Al RPORTS. | N ADDI TI ON, THE SUBM TTAL SHALL RECOMMEND OBJEC-
TIVES AND PERFORMANCE MEASURES TO DETERM NE THE STATE' S | NVESTMENT | N
TRANSPORTATI ON.  SUCH FI VE- YEAR CAPI TAL PLAN SHALL | NCLUDE THE PRQIECTS

2. BY OCTOBER FI RST, TWDO THOUSAND NI NETEEN AND EVERY FI FTH YEAR THERE-
AFTER, THE COWM SSI ONER OF TRANSPORTATI ON SHALL:

(A) FULLY REVISE AND SUBM T TO THE GOVERNOR AND LEGQ SLATURE THE LONG
RANGE TRANSPORTATI ON PLAN I N CONFORMANCE W TH PARAGRAPH (A) OF SUBDI VI -
SION ONE OF THI' S SECTI ON;, AND

(B) DEVELOP AND SUBM T TO THE GOVERNOR AND LEG SLATURE A FI VE- YEAR
CAPI TAL PLAN | N CONFORVANCE W TH PARAGRAPH (B) OF SUBDIVISION ONE OF
TH S SECTI ON.

3. I N DEVELOPI NG AND REVI SI NG THE STATE LONG RANGE TRANSPCRTATI ON PLAN
AND FI VE-YEAR CAPITAL PLAN, THE COW SSI ONER OF TRANSPORTATI ON SHALL
CONFORM TO THE REQUI REMENTS FOR ELI G BILITY AND USE OF FEDERAL AND OTHER
FUND SOURCES, AS APPLI CABLE, SHALL SEEK PUBLI C REVI EW AND EVALUATI ON BY
ANY REASONABLE MEANS AND SHALL:

(A) CONSULT AND COCPERATE W TH COFFI Cl ALS AND REPRESENTATI VES OF THE
FEDERAL GOVERNMENT, OTHER GOVERNMENTS, | NTERSTATE COWM SSIONS  AND
AUTHORI TI ES, STATE AND LOCAL AGENCI ES AND AUTHORI TI ES, | NTERESTED CORPOG-
RATI ONS AND OTHER ORGANI ZATI ONS CONCERNI NG PROBLEMS AND NEEDS AFFECTI NG
TRANSPORTATI ON | N THE STATE;

(B) REQUEST FROM AN AGENCY OR OTHER UNIT OF THE STATE GOVERNMENT OR OF
A PCLI TI CAL SUBDI VI SI ON OF THE STATE, OR FROM A PUBLI C AUTHORITY, SUCH
ASSI STANCE AND DATA NECESSARY TO ENABLE THE COWM SSI ONER OF TRANSPCRTA-
TION TO CARRY OUT RESPONSI BI LI TI ES UNDER THI S SECTI ON; EVERY SUCH ENTI TY
SHALL PROVI DE THE ASSI STANCE AND DATA REQUESTED, PROVI DED, HOWEVER, THAT
SUCH ASSI STANCE SHALL NOT WAIVE OR I MPAIR THE TERMS OF AN EXI STI NG
AGREEMENT NEGOTI ATED BETWEEN THE RELEVANT EMPLOYER AND EMPLOYEE ORGAN-
| ZATI ON NOR LIM T ANY OBLI GATION TO BARGAIN TERMS AND CONDI TIONS OF
EMPLOYMENT PURSUANT TO ARTI CLE FOURTEEN OF THE CI VI L SERVI CE LAW

(© CONDUCT AT M NI MUM ELEVEN PUBLI C HEARI NGS, ONE | N EACH DEPARTMENT
OF TRANSPORTATI ON REG ON ACROCSS THE STATE, W TH OPPORTUNI TY FOR PUBLIC

CONSTRUCTI ON, RECONSTRUCTI ON, RESTORATI ON, REHABI LI TATI ON, ESTABLI SH-
IVENT, | MPROVEMENT, RENOVATI ON, EXTENSI ON, REPAIR,  REVI TALI ZATI ON,
MANAGEMENT, DEVELOPMENT, DEMOLI TI ON, RECONDI TI ONI NG AND PRESERVATI ON,
TRANSPORTATI ON | NFRASTRUCTURE- RELATED APPRAI SALS, SURVEYS, TESTI NG

6. THE LI ST OF PRQAJECTS AND PROJIECT | NFORVATI ON ANNUALLY DEVELOPED
UNDER SUBDIVISION FIVE OF TH'S SECTION, |IF AMENDED BY THE EXECUTI VE
BUDGET, SHALL BE UPDATED TO REFLECT THE EXECUTI VE PROPOSED BUDGET AND
SUBM TTED CONCURRENTLY, AND MADE AVAI LABLE ON THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANS-
PORTATI ON' S WEBSI TE, WTH THE EXECUTIVE BUDGET, IN ADDITION TO THE
| NFORMATI ON REQUI RED BY SECTIONS TWENTY- TWO AND TVEENTY-TWO-C OF THI S
ARTI CLE. A LI ST OF PROUECTS OR A SEPARATE COLUWN SHALL BE PROVI DED
CONCURRENTLY UPDATING THE STATUS OF PRQIECTS APPROVED FOR FUNDI NG
COW TMENT OR DI SBURSEMENT DURI NG THE PREVI OQUSLY ENACTED BUDGET, SHOW NG
VHETHER FUNDS WERE COWMM TTED OR DI SBURSED AS WELL AS ANY REVISIONS TO
EACH PROQIECT' S SCHEDULED COWMPLETI ON AND PROJECT COST. SUCH LI ST OR LI STS
OF PRQIECTS AND ANY PRQIECT LISTING REVISIONS REFLECTED W THI N THE
ENACTED EXECUTI VE BUDGET SHALL BE SUBJECT TO A MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTAND-
I NG TO BE SI GNED BY THE GOVERNOR AND THE TEMPORARY PRESI DENT AND MAJORI -
TY LEADER OF THE SENATE AND THE SPEAKER OF THE ASSEMBLY. PRIOR TO
DI SBURSEMENT OF ANY FUNDS FOR THE FI VE- YEAR CAPI TAL PLAN AND LONG RANGE
TRANSPORTATI ON PLAN FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATI ON REQUI RED BY
SUBDIVISION ONE OF TH'S SECTION OR FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTA-
TION S CAPI TAL EXPENDI TURES, THE MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDI NG MJST BE
SIGNED BY THE GOVERNOR AND THE LEQ SLATI VE LEADERS OF THE SENATE AND
ASSEMBLY AND MADE AVAILABLE ON THE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION S
VEEBSI TE.

7. |IN EVALUATING ADDI TION, REPLACEMENT, OR EXPANSI ON OF H GHWAYS,
BRI DGES, Al RPORTS, TERM NALS, FERRIES, AND OTHER MAJOR COWONENTS FOR
| NCLUSION I N THE PLAN, THE COWM SSI ONER OF TRANSPORTATI ON SHALL PREPARE
A COST- EFFECTI VENESS ANALYSI S FOR PROJECTS OVER TEN M LLION DOLLARS,
USING A WDELY ACCEPTED METHODOLOGY TO BE MADE AVAI LABLE TO THE PUBLI C
PRI OR TO COMVENCEMENT OF PRELI M NARY ENG NEERING OR DESIGN WORK. A
COST- EFFECTI VENESS ANALYSIS SHALL NOT BE REQUI RED FOR A PRQIECT THAT
| N\VOLVES THE REHABI LI TATI ON AND MAI NTENANCE OF AN EXI STI NG TRANSPORTA-
TI ON SYSTEM OR THAT PRI MARI LY SERVES LOCAL TRANSPORTATI ON NEEDS.
