AN ACT to anend the environnmental conservation law, in relation to high
| ocal environnmental inpact comunities

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly., do enact as follows:

Section 1. The environnental conservation |law is anended by adding a
new section 3-0308 to read as foll ows:
8§ 3-0308. Identification of high |ocal environnental inpact zones.

1. The comm ssioner shall publish a biennial list of "high |ocal envi-
ronnental inpact zones", which shall identify those areas of the state
whi ch are nost adversely affected by existing environnental hazards.
Such list shall identify high local environnental inpact zones in as
specific detail as is practicable, and shall identify such zones by

census tract, census block group or nine digit zip code to the extent
possible, and shall at a mininmuminclude zones existing in whole or in
part in no fewer than five percent of the five-digit zip codes in the
state. In conpiling such list, the conmm ssioner shall consider, at a
mninmum each of the following factors, as well as any other factors
that the comm ssioner deens relevant to a deternmination of the relative
adverse environnental inpact on local conmunities:

a. the quantities of toxic chenicals released within the area as
reported in the Toxics Rel ease Inventory conpiled pursuant to the feder-
al _Energency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Act (42 U S.C__ 88
11001 et seq.):

b. the quantities of em ssions, discharges and stored waste authorized
at facilities located in the area by permts issued pursuant to articles
17, 19, 27, 29 and 40 of this chapter;

c. the quantities of pesticides sold and used in the area as reflected
in the pesticide sales and use data base established pursuant to section
33-1201 of this chapter:

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d. the nunber of water bodies in or adjacent to the area identified by
the departnment as inpaired pursuant to § 303(d) of the Federal Water
Pollution Act (42 U.S.C. 8§ 1313(d)), and the relative size and inpair-
nent of those bodies of water;

e. the nunber of inactive hazardous waste disposal sites., as defined
in section 27-1301 of this chapter, in the area, and the relative anount
of hazardous waste at those sites;

f. the nunber and quantity of discharges of petroleum as defined in
article 12 of the navigation | aw

g. whether the area is adjacent to one or nore other areas which are
found to be high local environnental inpact zones, where the adverse
environnental inpacts in such designated zones al so have adverse inpacts
on adj acent areas; and

h. whether the area is included in an area designated as nonattai nnent
for one or nore pollutants pursuant to 8 107 of the federal Cean Air
Act (42 U.S.C. 84207).

2. The conm ssioner shall publish the listing of high Ievel environ-
nental inpact zones required by this section in a report which shal
identify the factors considered by the comrssioner and how those
factors were weighed in nmeking such designations. Such report shall be
nade available to the public in printed form and on the departnent's
website. The first such report shall be published within two years after
the effective date of this section.

§ 2. This act shall take effect inmediately.
