VWHEREAS, Known as a highly skilled and dedicated nentor, Coach Jim
Boehei m has guided only winning teans and pushed the Oange into the
postseason in all but two of his seasons; and

WHEREAS, During his notable tenure, Coach Ji m Boeheimhas |ed the
Orange to a total of 10 Big East regul ar season chanpi onships, 32 NCAA
Tour nanent appearances, and has coached the Orange in the NCAA Final
Four five tinmes in 1987, 1996, 2003, 2013 and 2016; and

Men's Basketball Team to an inpressive NCAA Chanpionship wn -- the
first in programhistory -- with a (81-78) defeat of the University of

WHEREAS, Coach Ji m Boehei m has been honored with a nunber of Coach
of the Year awards, including those presented by the Associated Press,
the National Association of Basketball Coaches (NABC), and the United
St ates Basketball Witers Association (USBWA); he is also a four-tine
Bl G EAST Coach of the Year, and

WHEREAS, In the fall of 2000, Coach Ji m Boehei mreceived Syracuse
University's Arents Award, the school's highest alumi honor, and then
in 2002, the University named the Carrier Donme court "Ji m Boeheim
Court;" and

VWHEREAS, Coach Ji m Boehei m achi eved the ultimte basketball tribute
in 2005 when he was inducted into the Naismth Menorial Basketball Hal
of Fanme; he was then again honored in the off season with the John R
Woden "Legends of Coaching” Award; and

WHEREAS, |n addition, Coach Ji m Boehei mserved as an assi stant coach
for the U S QAynpic teans that won gold nmedals in 2008, 2012 and 2016,
and the Wirld Cup in 2010 and 2014; and

VWHEREAS, A chanpi on of many charitabl e causes, Coach Ji m Boehei m and
his wife, Juli, started the Jimand Juli Boehei m Foundation; they have
al so hel ped raise noney and awareness for various other m ssions, such
as Coaches vs. Cancer, Crouse Hospital's Kienzle Famly Mternity
Center, the Children's Mracle Network, the El dercare Foundation, the
Make- A- W sh Foundation, the Pioneer Center for the Blind and D sabl ed,
Special Aynpics, and the Rescue M ssion, anong nmany others; and

WHEREAS, On February 4, 2017, Coach Jim Boeheimled the Orange to
his 1,000th win as Syracuse University's head coach in a 66-62 victory
over the University of Virginia; and

Uni versity Men's Basketball Team Coach Jim Boeheimis only the second
coach in Division | college basketball history to accunulate 1,000
