AN ACT to anmend the education law, in relation to pharmaci st inmuniza-
tions; to amend chapter 563 of the laws of 2008, anending the educa-
tion law and the public health law relating to immunizing agents to be
adm nistered to adults by pharnmacists, in relation to making certain
provi sions pernmanent; and to anend chapter 116 of the laws of 2012,
anending the education law relating to authorizing a |licensed pharna-
cist and certified nurse practitioner to administer certain imunizing
agents, in relation to making certain provisions pernanent

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subdivision 7 of section 6527 of the education | aw, as

anended by chapter 46 of the laws of 2015, is anended to read as
fol | ows:

b. the direct application of an inmmuni zing agent to children between
the ages of two and ei ghteen years of age, whether by injection, inges-
tion, inhalation or any other nmeans, pursuant to a patient specific
order or non-patient specific regimen prescribed or ordered by a physi -
cian or certrfred nurse practrtroner [

for |nnun|zat|on to prevent |nfluenza and nedrcatrons requrred for ener—
gency treatnment of anaphylaxis resulting fromsuch i mmunization. If the
comm ssioner of health determ nes that there is an outbreak of influen-
za, or that there is the iminent threat of an outbreak of influenza,
then the conm ssioner of health nmay issue a non-patient specific reginmen
appl i cabl e st atew de.
