The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. The labor law is anended by adding a new section 171 to
read as foll ows:

8 171. Hours of labor for adjunct professors. 1. Notw thstanding any
other provision of lawto the contrary, an adjunct professor who is
enployed at a college or university and such enploynent qualifies for
the federal public service loan forgiveness program pursuant to 20
US C 1087e(m or any simlar successor legislation, shall have his or
her hours of |abor calculated at three and thirty-five hundredths hours
of | abor per week for each hour of classroom tine; provided, however
that nothing shall prohibit a college or university fromecalculating
nore hours of labor than is provided for in this section.

2. The conmi ssioner, in consultation with the comm ssioner of educa-
tion, shall pronmulgate rules and regul ations necessary to inplenent the
provisions of this section.

8§ 2. This act shall take effect on the ninetieth day after it shall
have becone a |law. Effective inmediately, the addition, amendment and/or
repeal of any rule or regulation necessary for the inplenentation of
this act on its effective date are authorized to be made on or before
such date.
