VWHEREAS, It is estinmated that radon causes nmany thousands of deaths
each year due to breathing air containing radon which can cause |ung
cancer; the Surgeon General has warned that radon is the second | eading
cause of lung cancer in the United States today; and

WHEREAS, The only way to know if there is a risk from radon is to
test for it; the EPA and the Surgeon General both strongly recomend
testing all homes below the third floor for radon; and

VWHEREAS, The Governor signed Chapter 414 of 2018 which recognized
the dangers of exposure and created a Radon Task Force to conduct a
conprehensi ve study on the human exposure to radon in indoor settings in
New York State; and

WHEREAS, It is inperative that there be greater awareness of this
serious health condition, and nore nust be done to increase activity at
the |l ocal, State and National |evels; now, therefore, be it

RESOLVED, That this Legislative Body pause in its deliberations to
menorialize Governor Kathy Hochul to proclaimJanuary 2022, as Radon
