(EAVME) Theater Ri bbon and the Good Conduct Ri bbon; and

VWHEREAS, Joseph M Spairana retired as the Veterans Counsel or at
Hudson Vall ey Community College in Troy at the age of 75, prior to which
he served as Director of the Rensselaer County Veterans Service Agency,
as well as Sales WMnager for the Charles Dauchy Paint Conpany and

WHEREAS, Wth a steadfast and unwavering comm tnent to hi s
comunity, Joseph M Spairana was a past president of the United
