AN ACT to anend the alcoholic beverage control law, in relation to
pronmoting the education of the human trafficking informtion and
referral hotlines to assist individuals frombecom ng or freeing them

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Legislative findings. For the past several years, the toll-
free tel ephone nunber of the National Human Trafficking hotline has been
posted on a New York state agency website and those |ocations where
victinms may be present, including adult or sexually-oriented businesses,
have been encouraged to voluntarily display information posters. The
Hotline's 2019 data report shows that bars and strip clubs remain one of
the top three |ocations where sex and |abor trafficking occurs. Mst of
these trafficking victinms are young wonen, the nmajority of whom arrive
from other countries. |In order to conbat this scourge, numerous other
states have now nmade it a requirenment for alcoholic beverage |I|icensees
that operate sexually-oriented establishnents to post information on how
to call, text or otherwi se contact the hotline. This bill will enhance
New York state's efforts to fight sex and | abor trafficking.

8 2. The al coholic beverage control lawis anended by adding a new
section 65-e to read as foll ows:

§ 65-e. Posting of signs relating to human trafficking. 1. The
authority shall require any person with a license to sell alcoholic
beverages for consunption on the prenises who indicated, pursuant to
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paragraph (f) of subdivision one of section one hundred ten of this
chapter, that topless entertainment and/or exotic dancing, whether
topless or otherwise, including but not linmted to, pole dancing and |l ap
dancing, would occur at the establishnent, to display one or nbre Ssigns
or posters designated by the authority. Any sign or poster so designated
shall neet the follow ng specifications:

(a) Each sign or poster shall include information on human traffi cking
and the toll free tel ephone nunber of the National Human Trafficking
hotline. The authority shall nmake any designated sign or poster avail -
able for download fromits website or fromone or nore links posted on
its website or on the website of the office of tenporary and disability
assistance as provided in section four hundred eighty-three-ff of the
social services |aw.

(b) (i) Any sign or poster nust be at |east eight and one-half inches
wi de and el even inches high.

(ii) If the National Human Trafficking hotline toll free nunber chang-
es, the authority shall notify each licensee that is subject to the
posting requirenent of this section of the change and shall require the
display of one or nbre signs or posters with the new toll free nunber
within thirty days of such notification.

(iii) At amnimum the licensee shall be required to display a bilin-
gual version of the sign or poster in English and Spanish or to display
one sign or poster in English and one sign or poster in Spanish. A
licensee may be required to display signs or posters in other |anguages
as deternined by the authority.

(c) Any person with a license to sell alcoholic beverages for consunp-
tion on the premises that is subject to the posting requirenent of this
section shall display, in an upright position and in a conspicuous place
where it can be easily read by clientele and enployees of the establish-
nent. any sign or poster required by the authority.

2. Any person who violates the provisions of this section shall be
subject to a civil penalty, not to exceed one hundred dollars for each
day of violation.
