   National Dog Day honors dogs by giving them "a day" to showWHEREAS,
deep appreciation for our long connection to each other; and  for  their
endearing   patience,  unquestioning  loyalty,  for  their  work,  their
capacity for love and their ability to impact our lives every day in the

   Dogs put their lives on the line every day; for  their  lawWHEREAS,
enforcement  partner,  for  their  blind  companion,  for a child who is
disabled, for our freedom and safety by detecting bombs and  drugs,  and
also, by pulling victims of tragedy from wreckage; and
