    Italian  American  Day is a joyous celebration of culture,WHEREAS,
civic conviviality and other merriment,  held  annually  throughout  the
State  of New York, in commemoration of the Republic of Italy's National
Holiday, "Festa Della Repubblica Italiana," Italy's 4th  of  July;  this
festive day will be the 52nd Anniversary of Italian American Day; and

    Festa  Della  Repubblica  Italiana,  a national holiday inWHEREAS,
Italy, marks the day when Italy voted, after World War II  and  fascism,
to become a democratic republic; and

   Italian American Day celebrates 52 years of the heritage ofWHEREAS,
Italy's  glorious  historical  past,  the wealth of its present, and the
