| i censee payable to the manufacturer or wholesaler and dated no |later
than the date of delivery of the alcoholic beverages and which is
honored upon presentnent for paynent; provided, however, that if any
check or other instrument described in this paragraph tendered by a
retail |licensee on the delingquent list is not honored upon presentnent
for paynent, the license of such retail |icensee nay be suspended for
not nore than fifteen days for the first offense, and not nore than
sixty days for a subsequent offense, which penalty shall be in addition
to the penalty provided for by the provisions of [sudivision] SUBDIVI-
SION six of this section, and provided further, that nothing in this
section shall require a manufacturer or wholesaler to accept a check
tendered by or drawn on the account of a retail |icensee on the delin-
guent list unless the sanme has been certifi ed.
