THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 4 of section 1203-c of the vehicle and traffic
| aw, as anended by chapter 613 of the |aws of 2003, is amended to read
as foll ows:

4. Except as otherw se provided by Iocal |aw which inposes a |arger
maxi mum fi ne, any person who stops, stands or parks in spaces clearly
mar ked for use by the handi capped in accordance with this section, wth-
out a special vehicle identification parking permt, a special nunicipa
parking permt or whose notor vehicle is not registered in accordance
with section four hundred four-a of this chapter and being used for the
transportati on of a handi capped person; or with such permt or registra-
tion and such person is not the one to whomthe permt or registration
was issued or is not transporting the person issued the permt or regis-
tration; or any person who parks in a handi capped parking access aisle;
shall be subject to a fine of not less than fifty dollars nor nore than
[ seventy-five] ONE HUNDRED dol lars for the first offense and [seventy-
five] ONE HUNDRED to one hundred fifty dollars for the second of fense
occurring within a period of two years within the same nunicipality. The

arresting or ticketing officer shall issue a sumobns to violators of
this section. A ticketing officer issuing a sunmons pursuant to this
section may provide for the renoval and storage of a notor vehicle ille-

gally parked in a handi capped parki ng space, or a handi capped parking
access aisle.
