THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Short title. This act shall be known and may be cited as
the "academ c research information access act".

S 2. Legislative findings. The public and private academ c and
research |ibraries of New York individually Iicense research and devel -
oprment information resources. Access to such resources is vitally inpor-
tant to the furtherance of an innovation-based econony. The primary
obstacles limting access to such information resources at institutions
of higher education and within the entrepreneurial community, are the
hi gh cost of licensing agreenents and restrictive contracts that inhibit
col | aboration. The application of public funding would allow expanded
offerings of information resources while sinmultaneously increasing
avai lability and access. Therefore, it is in the best interests of the
econoni ¢ devel opment and higher education interests of this state to
enact the academ c research information access act.
