AN ACT to anend the donestic relations law, in relation to the ability
to marry

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Legislative intent. Marriage is a fundanental human right.
Same-sex couples and their children should have the sane access as
others to the protections, responsibilities, rights, obligations, and
benefits of civil marriage. Stable famly relationships help build a
stronger society. For the welfare of the comunity and in fairness to
all New Yorkers, this act formally recogni zes otherwi se-valid marriages
wi thout regard to whether the parties are of the same or different sex.

It is the intent of the legislature that the marri ages of same-sex and
di fferent-sex couples be treated equally in all respects under the |aw.
The omi ssion fromthis act of changes to other provisions of Iaw shall
not be construed as a legislative intent to preserve any Ilega
di stinction between sanme-sex couples and different-sex couples wth
respect to marriage. The legislature intends that all provisions of |aw
which utilize gender-specific terns in reference to the parties to a
marriage, or which in any other way may be inconsistent with this act,
be construed in a gender-neutral nmanner or in any way necessary to
effectuate the intent of this act.

S 10-A. SEX OF PARTIES. 1. A MARRI AGE THAT IS OTHERW SE VALI D SHALL BE

OR DI FFERENT SEX.

S 13. Marri age |icenses. It shall be necessary for all persons
intended to be nmarried in New York state to obtain a marriage |icense
froma town or city clerk in New York state and to deliver said |license,
within sixty days, to the clergyman or nagistrate who is to officiate
before the mnmarriage cerenony may be perfornmed. In case of a nmarriage
contracted pursuant to subdivision four of section eleven of this chap-
ter, such Iicense shall be delivered to the judge of the court of record
before whom the acknow edgnent is to be taken. |If either party to the
marri age resides upon an island |located not I ess than twenty-five mles
fromthe office or residence of the town clerk of the town of which such
island is a part, and if such office or residence is not on such island
such l'icense may be obtained fromany justice of the peace residing on
such island, and such justice, in respect to powers and duties relating
to marriage |licenses, shall be subject to the provisions of this article
governing town clerks and shall file all statenents or affidavits
received by himwhile acting under the provisions of this section with
the town clerk of such town.
