AN ACT to anend the highway law, in relation to enabling safe access to
public roads for all users

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Section 10 of the highway |law is anended by adding a new
subdi vision 46 to read as foll ows:

46. (A) PROVI DE Bl CYCLE AND PEDESTRI AN WAYS AND SAFE ACCESS TO EXI ST-
| NG AND PLANNED PUBLI C TRANSPORTATI ON | N THE PLANNI NG AND DEVELOPMENT OF
STATE, COUNTY, AND LOCAL TRANSPORTATI ON FACI LI TI ES, PLANS, AND PROGRANMES.
ALL TRANSPORTATI ON | MPROVEMENTS SHALL | MPROVE SAFETY, ACCESS, AND MOBI L-
| TY FOR ALL TRAVELERS, REGARDLESS OF AGE OR ABILITY, IN NEW YORK AND
SHALL RECOGNI ZE BI CYCLE, PEDESTRI AN, AND TRANSI T MODES AS | NTEGRAL TO
THE TRANSPORTATI ON SYSTEM BI CYCLE AND PEDESTRI AN WAYS AND SAFE ACCESS
TO EXI STING AND PLANNED PUBLI C TRANSPORTATI ON SHALL BE ESTABLI SHED I N
CONJUNCTI ON W TH THE CONSTRUCTI ON, RECONSTRUCTI ON, OR OTHER CHANGE OF
ANY STATE, COUNTY, OR LOCAL TRANSPORTATI ON FACI LITY, W TH SPECI AL EMPHA-
SIS AVEN TO PROIECTS IN OR WTHI N THREE M LES OF AN URBAN AREA, AND
SHALL | NCLUDE, BUT NOT BE LIM TED TO PAVED SHOULDERS SU TABLE FOR USE
BY BI CYCLI STS, LANE STRI PI NG SHARE THE ROAD S| GNAGE, CROSSWALKS, PEDES-
TRI AN CONTROL SI GNALS, BUS SHELTERS, CURB CUTS AND RAMPS.

(B) EXCEPTI ONS TO PARAGRAPH (A) OF THI' S SUBDI VI SI ON SHALL BE PERM SSI -
BLE ONLY AFTER THE TRANSPORTATI ON AGENCY OR AGENCY W TH JURI SDI CTI ON OF
THE PRQJECT FULLY DEMONSTRATES, WTH SUPPORTI NG DOCUVMENTATI ON WHI CH
SHALL BE AVAI LABLE TO THE PUBLI C, THAT ONE OF THE FOLLOW NG EXI STS:

(1) USE BY BICYCLISTS AND PEDESTRIANS IS PRCHI BI TED BY LAW SUCH AS
W THI N | NTERSTATE H GHWAY CORRI DORS;

S 2. No later than two years after the effective date of this act, the
departnment of transportation shall publish a best practices report show
ing how transportation agencies have changed their procedures to
routi nely design safe, effective nulti-nodal facilities for travelers of
all ages and abilities. In establishing such best practices, consider-
ation shall be give to the procedures for identifying the needs of the
m x of users, including primary and secondary users and the identifica-
tion of barriers, and summary of the docunentation required by paragraph
(b) of subdivision 46 of section 10 of the highway |aw regarding why
transportation agencies could not conply with paragraph (a) of subdivi-
sion 46 of section 10 of the highway | aw.
