Section 1. Paragraph a of subdivision 1 of section 362 of the execu-
tive law, as amended by chapter 251 of the laws of 2004, is anended to
read as foll ows:

a. Any veteran as defined in this article who has been or is hereafter
classified by the New York State commi ssion for the visually handi capped
as a blind person as defined in section three of chapter four hundred
fifteen of the laws of nineteen hundred thirteen, as anmended, and
continues to be a blind person wthin the meaning of that section,
shal |, upon application to the director of the division of veterans'
affairs, be paid out of the treasury of the state for such termas such
veteran shall be entitled thereto under the provisions of this article,
the sum of one thousand FI VE HUNDRED dol | ars annual ly, plus any applica-
bl e annual adjustnent, as provided in this section.

S 2. Paragraph a of subdivision 2 of section 362 of the executive |aw,
as anended by chapter 251 of the laws of 2004, is anmended to read as
fol | ows:

a. The unremarri ed spouse of a veteran who heretofore has died or the
unremarri ed spouse of a veteran dying hereafter, such veteran being at
the tinme of her or his death a recipient of, or eligible for, the bene-
fits above provided, shall, upon application to the director of veter-
ans' affairs, also be paid out of the treasury of the state the sum of
one thousand FIVE HUNDRED dol | ars annually, plus any applicabl e annua
adj ustnment, for such termas such unrenarried spouse shall be entitled
thereto under the provisions of this article.
