"Access to Postsecondary Education Act" to provide in-state tuition
rates at New York state universities and colleges to qualified inm -
grant students

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Short title. This act shall be known and may be cited as
the "Access to Postsecondary Education Act."

S 2. Legislative findings and purpose. The |legislature hereby finds
and declares that many i nmm grant high school students have lived in the
state of New York nost of their lives, and are likely to remain resi-
dents. These students are neverthel ess precluded from obtaining an
af f ordabl e col | ege educati on because they do not qualify for in-state
tuition rates. Wthout in-state tuition, many of these students are not
able to attend coll ege. These students have al ready proven their academ
ic eligibility and nmerit by being accepted into the state college and
university system Making it possible for these students to attend
college will increase the state's col |l ege-educated workforce and stinu-
|ate economic growh. This act does not confer postsecondary education
benefits on the basis of residence within the nmeani ng of section 1623 of
title 8 of the United States Code.

The | egislature hereby finds that the purpose of this act is to
provi de educational opportunity to children who are long-tine residents

S 3. The education law is anmended by adding a new section 6305-a to
read as foll ows:

YEARS;

(B) CGRADUATED FROM A NEW YORK STATE H GH SCHOOL OR ATTENDED AN
APPROVED NEW YORK STATE PROGRAM FOR GENERAL EQUI VALENCY DI PLOVA EXAM
PREPARATI ON, AND RECEIVED A GENERAL EQUI VALENCY DI PLOVA | SSUED W THI N
NEW YORK STATE;

(©) REQ STERED AS AN ENTERI NG STUDENT AT, OR CURRENT ENRCLLMENT IN, A
PUBLI C | NSTI TUTI ON OF HI GHER EDUCATI ON I N THE STATE OF NEW YORK; AND

(D) IN THE CASE OF A PERSON W THOUT LEGAL | MM GRATI ON STATUS, THE
FI LI NG OF AN AFFI DAVIT W TH THE | NSTI TUTI ON OF HI GHER EDUCATI ON STATI NG
THAT THE STUDENT HAS FI LED AN APPLI CATI ON TO LEGALIZE HHS OR HER | WM -
GRATI ON STATUS, OR WLL FILE AN APPLI CATION AS SOON AS HE OR SHE IS
ELI G BLE TO DO SO.

UPON RULES AND REGULATI ONS PRESCRI BED TO | MPLEMENT THI S SECTI ON.

S 4. This act shall take effect on the first of July next succeeding
the date on which it shall have beconme a |aw, provided, however that
effective immedi ately, the addition, anendnent and/or repeal of any rule
or regul ation necessary for the inplenmentation of this act on its effec-
tive date are authorized and directed to be nade and conpl eted on or
bef ore such effective date.
