THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. This act shall be known and may be cited as the "New York
consuner and worker protection act".

ENTI TY BY STATUTE, BY EXECUTI VE ORDER, OR BY THE TERMS OF ANY OTHER
AGREEMENT ENTERED | NTO BY OR ON BEHALF OF SUCH ORGANI ZATI ON, CORPORATI ON
OR OTHER BUSI NESS ENTITY, PROVIDES ASSURANCE THAT SUCH MULTI NATI ONAL
TRADE ORGANI ZATI ON, CORPORATI ON OR OTHER BUSI NESS ENTI TY WLL ADHERE TO
AND CARRY QUT THE PROVISIONS OF SUCH AGREEMENT PURSUANT TO THE
PROVI SI ONS OF ARTI CLE TWENTY- FOUR-D OF THE GENERAL BUSI NESS LAW SECTI ON
ONE HUNDRED FORTY- SEVEN OF THE STATE FI NANCE LAW SECTION 5-707 OF THE
GENERAL OBLI GATI ONS LAW AND SECTI ON TWO HUNDRED ONE- G OF THE LABOR LAW
AND UPON A MAJORITY VOTE BY THE SENATE AND ASSEMBLY APPROVI NG SUCH
AGREEMENT.

S 7. Nothing in this act shall be construed to inpede, infringe or
dimnish the integrity of collective bargaining agreenments in existence
and effect on the effective date of this act. Nothing in this act shall
be construed to inpede, infringe or dimnish any agreenment or contract
provi sions in existence and effect on the effective date of this act.

S 8. If any item clause, sentence, subparagraph, paragraph, subdivi-
sion, section, or any other part of this act, or the application thereof
to any person or circunstances, is held to be invalid, such hol ding
shall not affect, inpair, or invalidate the remai nder of this act, or of
the application of such section or part of a section held invalid, to
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any other person or circunstances, but shall be confined in its opera-
tion to the item clause, sentence, subparagraph, paragraph, subdivi-
sion, section, or other part of this act directly involved in such hol d-
ing, or to the person and circunstances therein involved.

S 9. This act shall take effect on the one hundred eightieth day after
it shall have beconme a |law and shall apply to agreenents or contracts
entered into on or after such date.
