         THE  PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED IN SENATE AND ASSEM-
       BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWS:

    1    Section 1. Subdivision 10 of section 140-a of the  judiciary  law,  as
    2  amended  by  chapter  209  of  the  laws  of 1990, is amended to read as
    3  follows:
    4    10. Tenth district, [forty-seven] FORTY-EIGHT;
    5    S 2. Subdivision 10 of section 140-a of the judiciary law, as  amended
    6  by section one of this act, is amended to read as follows:
    7    10. Tenth district, [forty-eight] FORTY-NINE;
    8    S 3. Subdivision 47 of section 182 of the judiciary law, as amended by
    9  chapter 500 of the laws of 1982, is amended to read as follows:
   10    47. Suffolk, [eleven] THIRTEEN;
   11    S 4. Subdivision 47 of section 182 of the judiciary law, as amended by
   12  section three of this act, is amended to read as follows:
   13    47. Suffolk, [thirteen] FIFTEEN;
   14    S  5.  Subdivision  (p)  of  section  131  of the family court act, as
   15  amended by chapter 500 of the laws  of  1982,  is  amended  to  read  as
   16  follows:

Subdivision (p) of section  131  of  the  family  court  act,  as
    2  amended by section five of this act, is amended to read as follows:
    3    (p)  In  the  county of Suffolk there shall be [five] SEVEN additional
    4  family court judges making a total of  [eleven]  THIRTEEN  family  court
    5  judges  in  such  county. The number of such judges now existing in such
    6  county is hereby increased accordingly. The compensation  of  each  such
    7  family  court  judge  shall  be the same as the compensation of existing
    8  family court judges in such county.
    9    S 7. Section 2403 of chapter 278 of the laws of 1958, constituting the
   10  Suffolk county charter, as amended by chapter 339 of the laws  of  1990,
   11  is amended to read as follows:
   12    S  2403.  Districts  and number of judges therein. The county district
   13  court system shall be divided into judicial districts  as  follows:  The
   14  entire  district  court  system  shall  constitute  the  first  judicial
   15  district in which [one] TWO  district  court  [judge]  JUDGES  shall  be
   16  elected. Each town electing to become part of the district court system,
   17  including the three or more towns establishing the system, shall consti-
   18  tute  another judicial district, provided, however, that any two or more
   19  contiguous towns electing to become part of the  district  court  system
   20  which  have  a  combined  total  population  of less than sixty thousand
   21  according to the last census, shall constitute  one  judicial  district,
   22  but  provided further, that if any of such towns shall thereafter attain
   23  a population greater than thirty thousand, such  town  shall  constitute
   24  another  judicial  district.  In  each  judicial district there shall be
   25  elected one district court judge. The supervisors elected in  the  towns
   26  comprising  the  first judicial district may, upon the recommendation of
   27  the board of judges of the district courts, increase the number of judg-
   28  es in all or any one of the districts provided that  such  new  judicial
   29  post  or  posts  shall  be  filled  for  a full term at the next general
   30  election held not less than three months after the creation thereof.
