AN ACT to anend the public health Iaw, the penal |aw, the executive |aw
and the correction law, in relation to sex offenses facilitated by the
use of drugs commonly referred to as "date rape drugs”

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Paragraph (b) of subdivision 4-b of section 2805-i of the
public health |l|aw is anmended by addi ng a new subparagraph 4 to read as
fol | ows:

(4) NO LATER THAN FOUR HOURS AFTER ARRIVING AT THE HOSPITAL, THE
VICTIM SHALL, DURI NG THE EXAM NATI ON BY A SEXUAL ASSAULT FORENSI C EXAM
I NER, HAVE H S OR HER BLOOD DRAWN AND TESTED FOR GAMVA HYROXYBUTYRI C
ACID (GHB), ROHYPNOL ( FLUNI TRAZEPAM), AND KETAM NE ( KETAM NE HYDROCHLO-
RI DE), COVMMONLY KNOMN AS "DATE RAPE DRUGS'. SUCH TESTED MATERI AL AND
RESULTS SHALL BE COLLECTED AND MAI NTAI NED AS EVI DENCE PURSUANT TO SUBDI -
VI SION TWDO OF THI S SECTI ON

A person is guilty of facilitating a sex offense with a controlled
substance IN THE FI RST DEGREE when he or she:

1. know ngly and unlawfully possesses [a] ONE OR MORE OF THE FOLLOW NG
control l ed [substance or any preparation, conpound, m xture or substance
that requires a prescription to obtain] SUBSTANCES, GAMVA HYROXYBUTYRI C
ACI D (GHB); ROHYPNOL (FLUNI TRAZEPAM ; OR KETAM NE (KETAM NE HYDROCHOL-
RIDE), COVWONLY KNOWN AS "DATE RAPE DRUGS', and adninisters such
substance [or preparation, compound, m xture or substance that requires

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a prescription to obtain] OR SUBSTANCES to another person w thout such
person's consent and with intent to commt against such person conduct

Facilitating a sex offense with a controlled substance IN THE FIRST
DEGREE is a class [D] C felony.

A PERSON IS GULTY OF FACILITATING A SEX OFFENSE W TH A CONTROLLED

1. KNOW NGLY AND UNLAWFULLY POSSESSES A CONTROLLED SUBSTANCE OR ANY
PREPARATI ON, COVPOUND, M XTURE OR SUBSTANCE, OTHER THAN THOSE CONTROLLED
SUBSTANCES LISTED IN SECTION 130.90 OF THI S ARTI CLE, THAT REQUI RES A
PRESCRI PTI ON TO OBTAI N AND ADM NI STERS SUCH SUBSTANCE OR PREPARATI ON,
COVPOUND, M XTURE OR SUBSTANCE THAT REQUI RES A PRESCRI PTI ON TO OBTAIN TO
ANOTHER PERSON W THOUT SUCH PERSON' S CONSENT AND W TH | NTENT TO COWM T
AGAI NST SUCH PERSON CONDUCT CONSTI TUTI NG A FELONY DEFINED IN THI'S ARTI -
CLE; AND

2. COWMTS OR ATTEMPTS TO COW T SUCH CONDUCT CONSTI TUTI NG A FELONY
DEFINED I N TH S ARTI CLE

FACI LI TATI NG A SEX OFFENSE W TH A CONTROLLED SUBSTANCE IN THE SECOND
DEGREE |'S A CLASS D FELONY.
