AN ACT to anend the public service law, in relation to the definition of
alternate energy facilities

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED I N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 2-b of section 2 of the public service law, as
anended by chapter 276 of the laws of 2009, is amended to read as
fol | ows:

2-b. The term"alternate energy production facility,"[,] when used in
this chapter, includes any solar, wind turbine, fuel cell, tidal, wave
ener gy, waste nanagenent resource recovery, refuse-derived fuel J[or],
wood burning facility, OR KINETIC ENERGY STORAGE DEVICE UTI LI ZI NG
FLYWHEELS OR COWRESSED AIR, together with any related facilities
| ocated at the same project site, with an electric generating capacity
of up to eighty negawatts, which produces electricity, gas or useful
t hermal energy.

S 2. This act shall take effect imediately.
