BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 1 of section 3.17 of the parks, recreation and
hi storic preservation |aw, as anended by chapter 727 of the laws of
1978, is amended to read as foll ows:

1. Notwithstanding any other provision of |law, the comm ssioner my
acquire such property as nmay be necessary for the purposes and functions
of the office, within the anounts appropriated or available therefore.
Such property may be acquired pursuant to the provisions of the em nent
domai n procedure |aw, or by purchase, |ease, exchange, grant, condema-
tion, gift, devise, bequest, or by any other |awful neans. No real prop-
erty shall be so acquired unless the title thereto is approved by the
attorney general. PROVIDED, FURTHER, THAT NO REAL PROPERTY SHALL BE
ACQUI RED, RECEI VED, HELD OR ADM NI STERED BY THE COWM SSI ONER UNLESS THE
M NERAL RI GHTS ON AND UNDER SUCH LAND ARE ALSO ACQUI RED BY THE COW S-
SIONER IN THE NAME OF THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK; PROVI DED,
HONEVER, THAT THE COWM SSI ONER MAY ACQUI RE, RECEI VE, HOLD OR ADM NI STER
REAL PROPERTY TO WHICH HE OR SHE HAS NOT ACQUI RED THE M NERAL RI GHTS
THERETO I N ANY CASE I N WHI CH THE COW SSI ONER FI NDS THAT SUCH REAL PROP-
ERTY IS OF GREAT SI GNI FI CANCE AND | MPORTANCE TO THE STATE. PRIOR TO THE
ACQUI SI TI ON, RECEI PT, HOLDI NG OR ADM NI STRATI ON OF REAL PROPERTY BY THE
OFFICE TO WHICH THE COW SSI ONER HAS NOT ACQUI RED THE M NERAL RI GHTS
THERETO, THE COWM SSI ONER SHALL | SSUE AN ANALYTI CAL REPORT THAT PROVI DES
JUSTI FI CATI ON AND THE RATI ONALE FOR SUCH PROPERTY ACQUI SI TION, NOTW TH-
