    1    Section 1. All the acts done and proceedings heretofore had and  taken

    3  district and by  all  officers,  employees  or  agents  of  such  school
    4  district  relating  to  or  in  connection  with transportation contract
    5  C-412087 of the 2008-2009 school year, and all acts  incidental  thereto
    6  are hereby legalized, validated, ratified and confirmed, notwithstanding
    7  any  failure  to  comply  with  the contract award, approval, and filing
