Section 1. Section 205.30 of the penal |aw, as anended by chapter 843
of the laws of 1980, is anended to read as foll ows:
S 205.30 Resisting arrest IN THE SECOND DEGREE

A person is guilty of resisting arrest IN THE SECOND DEGREE when he OR
SHE intentionally prevents or attenpts to prevent a police officer or
peace officer fromeffecting an authorized arrest of hinself, HERSELF or
anot her person.

Resisting arrest IN THE SECOND DEGREE is a class A m sdemeanor.

S 2. The penal law is anended by adding a new section 205.35 to read
as foll ows:
S 205. 35 RESI STI NG ARREST I N THE FI RST DEGREE

A PERSON | S GUILTY OF RESI STI NG ARREST IN THE FI RST DEGREE WHEN HE OR
SHE COWM TS THE CRI ME OF RESI STI NG ARREST | N THE SECOND DEGREE BY USI NG
PHYSI CAL FORCE AGAI NST A POLICE OFFICER OR PEACE OFFICER MAKING OR
Al DI NG I N AN AUTHORI ZED ARREST.

RESI STI NG ARREST IN THE FI RST DEGREE | S A CLASS E FELONY.
