AN ACT to anend the education |aw and the state finance law, in relation
to enacting the New York state nursing shortage correction act

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. This act shall be known and may be cited as the "New York
state nursing shortage correction act".

S 2. The education law is anended by adding a new section 669-e to
read as foll ows:

S 3. The state finance |law is anended by adding a new section 91-h to
read as foll ows:

S 91-H NEW YORK STATE NURSI NG RECRUI TMENT | NCENTIVE AND RETENTI ON
ACCOUNT. 1. THERE |S HEREBY ESTABLISHED IN THE JO NT CUSTODY OF THE
STATE COVWTROLLER AND THE COW SSIONER OF TAXATION AND FINANCE AN
ACCOUNT I N THE M SCELLANEQUS SPECI AL REVENUE FUND TO BE KNOWN AS THE NEW
YORK STATE NURSI NG RECRUI TMENT | NCENTI VE AND RETENTI ON ACCOUNT.

2. SUCH ACCOUNT SHALL CONSI ST OF ALL REVENUES RECElI VED FROM CONTRI B-
UTI ONS, DONATI ONS AND OTHER MONEYS CREDI TED OR TRANSFERRED THERETO FROM
ANY OTHER FUND OR SOURCE PURSUANT TO LAW

3. MONEYS OF THE ACCOUNT, FOLLOW NG APPROPRI ATI ON BY THE LEG SLATURE
MAY BE EXPENDED FOR THE NEW YORK STATE NURSI NG RECRUI TMENT | NCENTI VE AND
RETENTI ON PROGRAM MONEYS SHALL BE PAI D OQUT OF THE ACCOUNT ON THE AUDI T
AND WARRANT OF THE STATE COVWPTROLLER ON VOUCHERS CERTI FI ED OR APPROVED
BY THE ADJUTANT GENERAL OF NEW YORK STATE.

S 4. This act shall take effect July 1, 2010. Effective imediately,
the addition, anendnent and/or repeal of any rule or regul ation neces-
sary for the inplenentation of this act on its effective date are
authorized and directed to be made and conpleted on or before such
effective date.
