THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Section 375 of the vehicle and traffic law is anended by
addi ng a new subdi vision 10-e to read as foll ows:

NATI ON REG STERED I N THI S STATE HAVI NG A GROSS VEHI CLE WEI GHT RATING OF
TVENTY- SI X THOUSAND POUNDS OR MORE, AND A CONVENTI ONAL CAB CONFI GURATI ON
IN WH CH MORE THAN HALF OF THE ENG NE LENGTH | S FORWARD OF THE FOREMOST
PO NT OF THE W NDSHI ELD BASE AND THE STEERING WHEEL HUB IS IN THE
FORWARD QUARTER OF THE VEH CLE LENGTH, WHENEVER OPERATED WTHIN A CI TY
HAVI NG A POPULATION OF ONE M LLION OR  MORE ON H GHWAYS OTHER THAN
CONTROLLED- ACCESS HI GHWAYS, SHALL BE EQUI PPED W TH A CONVEX M RROR ON

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S 2. This act shall be deened repealed if any federal agency or any
court of conpetent jurisdiction finally deternmines that this act would
render New York state ineligible for the receipt of federal funds.

S 3. Severability. |If any clause, sentence, subdivision, paragraph,
section or part of this act be adjudged by any court of conpetent juris-
diction to be invalid, such judgnent shall not affect, inpair or invali-
date the remai nder thereof, but shall be confined in its operation to
the clause, sentence, subdivision, paragraph, section or part thereof
directly involved in the controversy in which such judgnent shall have
been render ed.

S 4. This act shall take effect on the one hundred eightieth day after
it shall have becone a | aw, provided, however, that effective i Mmedi at e-
ly, the addition, anendnment and/or repeal of any rule or regul ation
necessary for the inplenentation of this act on its effective date is
authorized to be nmde and conpleted on or before such effective date;
and provided that the commi ssioner of the departnment of transportation
shall notify the legislative bill drafting comm ssion upon the occur-
rence of the provisions of section two of this act in order that the
commi ssion may rmaintain an accurate data base of the official text of
the laws of the state of New York in furtherance of effecting the
provi sions of section 44 of the legislative |law and section 70-b of the
public officers |aw
