AN ACT to amend the tax law, in relation to the distribution of the
addi ti onal vendor's marketing all owance by any operator of a racetrack
| ocated in the county of Westchester

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subparagraph (iii) of paragraph 1 of subdivision b of
section 1612 of the tax law, as separately anmended by chapters 140 and
286 of the |aws of 2008, is anended to read as foll ows:

(ii1) less an additional vendor's marketing allowance at a rate of ten
percent for the first one hundred mllion dollars annually and eight
percent thereafter of the total revenue wagered at the vendor track
after payout for prizes to be used by the vendor track for the marketing
and pronotion and associ ated costs of its video lottery gamng oper-
ations and pari-nutuel horse racing operations, as |long as any such
costs associated with pari-nutuel horse racing operations sinultaneously
encourage increased attendance at such vendor's video lottery gamng
facilities, consistent with the customary manner of narketing conparabl e
operations in the industry and subject to the overall supervision of the
di vision; provided, however, that the additional vendor's marketing
al l omance shall not exceed eight percent in any year for any operator of
a racetrack located in the county of [Wstchester or] Queens; provided,
however, a vendor track that receives a vendor fee pursuant to cl ause
(G of [this] subparagraph (11) OF TH S PARAGRAPH shall not receive the
addi tional vendor's marketing all owance; AND PROVI DED, FURTHER, THAT THE
ADDI TI ONAL VENDOR S MARKETI NG ALLOMNCE FOR ANY OPERATOR OF A RACETRACK
LOCATED I N THE COUNTY OF WESTCHESTER EXPENDED BY SUCH OPERATOR FOR
MARKETI NG SHALL NOT EXCEED ElI GHT PERCENT OF THE TOTAL REVENUE WAGERED AT
THE VENDOR TRACK AFTER PAYOUT FOR PRI ZES PURSUANT TO THI S CHAPTER I N ANY
YEAR AND THE REMAI NDER OF SUCH ADDI TI ONAL VENDOR S MARKETI NG ALLOWANCE

In estab-
lishing the vendor fee, the division shall ensure the maxinmum lottery
support for education while also ensuring the effective inplenentation
of section sixteen hundred seventeen-a of this article through the
provi si on of reasonabl e rei nbursenents and conpensation to vendor tracks
for participation in such program Wthin twenty days after any award
of lottery prizes, the division shall pay into the state treasury, to
the credit of the state lottery fund, the balance of all nbneys received
from the sale of all tickets for the lottery in which such prizes were
awar ded remai ning after provision for the paynent of prizes as herein
provi ded. Any revenues derived fromthe sale of advertising on lottery
tickets shall be deposited in the state lottery fund.
S 2. This act shall take effect July 1, 2010.
