THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subparagraph (A) and the openi ng paragraph of subparagraph
(B) of paragraph 17 of subsection (i) of section 3216 of the insurance
| aw, as added by chapter 728 of the |aws of 1993, are anended to read as
fol | ows:

(A) Every policy which provides nedical, mnmmjor-nmedical or simlar
conpr ehensi ve-type coverage shall provide coverage for the provision of
preventive [and primary care] services.

For the purposes of this paragraph, preventive [and prinmary care]
services neans the followi ng services rendered to a dependent child of
an insured fromthe date of birth through the attainnent of nineteen
years;

S 2. Subparagraph (A) and the openi ng paragraph of subparagraph (B) of
paragraph 8 of subsection (1) of section 3221 of the insurance |aw, as
anended by chapter 728 of the laws of 1993, are anended to read as
fol | ows:

(A) Every insurer issuing a group policy for delivery in this state
whi ch provides nedical, nmajor-nedical or simlar conprehensive-type
coverage nust provide coverage for the provision of preventive [and
primary care] services.

In this paragraph, preventive [and primary care] services nmeans the
following services rendered to a dependent child of an insured fromthe
date of birth through the attai nnent of nineteen years of age:
