AN ACT to anmend the public officers law, in relation to post-enpl oynent
restrictions

THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF NEW YORK, REPRESENTED | N SENATE AND ASSEM
BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Subdivision 8-b of section 73 of the public officers |aw,
as added by chapter 523 of the laws of 2004, is anended to read as
fol | ows:

8-b. Notw thstanding the provisions of subparagraphs (i) and (ii) of
par agraph (a) of subdivision eight of this section, a former state offi-
cer or enployee nmay contract individually, or as a nenber or enployee of
a firm corporation [or], association, OR CONTRACTOR OR SUBCONTRACTOR TO
THE FEDERAL GOVERNMENT to render services to any state agency if, prior
to engagi ng in such service, the agency head certifies in witing to the
[state ethics] commission ON PUBLIC INTEGRITY that such former officer
or enpl oyee has expertise, know edge or experience wth respect to a
particular matter which neets the needs of the agency and is otherw se
unavai l abl e at a conparable cost. Were approval of the contract is
requi red under section one hundred twelve of the state finance |aw, the
conptroller shall review and consider the reasons for such certif-
ication. The [state ethics] comm ssion ON PUBLIC | NTEGRI TY nmust review
and approve all certifications nmade pursuant to this subdivision.

S 2. This act shall take effect imediately.
