Section 1. Resolved (if the Assenbly concur), That section 9 of arti-
cle 3 of the constitution be anended to read as foll ows:

S 9. A nmjority of each house shall constitute a quorumto do busi -
ness. [Each] NOTW THSTANDI NG THE PROVI SI ONS OF THI S ARTI CLE, EACH house
shall determne the rules of its own proceedings, and be the judge of
the elections, returns and qualifications of its own nenbers; shal
choose its own officers; and the senate shall choose a tenporary presi-
dent and the assenbly shall choose a speaker.

S 2. Resolved (if the Assenbly concur), That section 14 of article 3
of the constitution be anended to read as foll ows:

S 14. No bill, EXCEPT A BUDGET BILL, shall be passed or becone a |aw
unless it shall have been printed and upon the desks of the nenbers, in
its final form at |least three calendar |egislative days prior to its
final passage, unless the governor, or the acting governor, shall have
certified, under his or her hand and the seal of the state, the facts
which in his or her opinion necessitate an i medi ate vote thereon, in
whi ch case it must neverthel ess be upon the desks of the nenbers in
final form not necessarily printed, before its final passage; nor shal

any bill be passed or becone a | aw, except by the assent of a mpjority
of the nenbers el ected to each branch of the |legislature; and upon the
last reading of a bill, no amendnent thereof shall be allowed, and the

guestion upon its final passage shall be taken inmediately thereafter,
and the ayes and nays entered on the journal.
