Section 1. Subdivision 8 of section 92 of the public officers law, as
anended by chapter 336 of the laws of 1992, is anmended to read as
fol | ows:

(8) Public safety agency record. The term "public safety agency
record" neans a record of the conm ssion of correction, the tenporary
state commission of investigation, the departnment of correctiona
services, the division for youth, the division of parole, the crine
victims board, the division of probation and correctional alternatives
or the division of state police or of any agency or conponent thereof
whose primary function is the enforcenent of civil or crimnal statutes
if such record pertains to investigation, |aw enforcenent, confinenent
of persons in correctional facilities or supervision of persons pursuant
to crimnal conviction or court order, and any records maintai ned by the
di vision of crimnal justice services pursuant to sections eight hundred
thirty-seven, eight hundred thirty-seven-a, eight hundred thirty-sev-
en-b, eight hundred thirty-seven-c, eight hundred thirty-eight, eight
hundred thirty-nine, eight hundred forty-five, and eight hundred forty-
five-a of the executive |aw and by the departnment of state pursuant to
