BLY, DO ENACT AS FOLLOWE:

Section 1. Section 621 of the public health | aw, as anmended by section
5 of part A of chapter 58 of the laws of 2008, is anmended to read as
fol | ows:

S 621. State aid; public health emergencies. If the state conm ssioner
or a county health departnent or part-county department of health or
muni cipality, with the approval of the state conm ssioner, determ nes
that there is an inmnent threat to public health, the departnment shal
rei nburse counties or nunicipalities at fifty per centumfor the cost of
ener gency neasures as approved by the departnent and subject to the
approval of the director of the budget, EXCEPT THAT AERI AL SPRAYI NG FOR
MOSQUI TOES ON STATE LAND SHALL BE REI MBURSED AT ONE HUNDRED PER CENTUM
WTH N AMOUNTS APPROPRI ATED. Such funds shall be made avail able from
funds appropriated for public health enmergencies, only to those counties
or nunicipalities, which have expended all other state aid which may be
avai |l abl e for related activities and have developed neasures to
adequately address the energency. Reinbursenent 1is conditioned upon
avai lability of appropriated funds. For purposes of this section, "nuni-
cipality" means a health departnment of a city that is not located in a
county or part-county health district or a county in which the |[egisla-
ture has the powers and duties of a board of health of a county or part-
county health district and cities with a popul ation of over one million
persons.

S 2. This act shall take effect imediately.
